· T to Introduce using ppt 4. (To raise awareness of the role of pronunciation in English learning) 
· Starter – Alphabet Game ppt 5. Part 1: Dist letters of alphabet to each P. Ps get into correct order without speaking. Part 2: T says a word, Relevant Ps spell word using their letters. Repeat for other words.
· Activity 1 – Agree/Disagree. Display 5 statements on ppt 6. Ps raise their hands as appropriate. Trainers elicit feedback.

	3. Phonemes (9.05-9.50)
· T to Introduce using ppt 7
· Phonemic Symbols. Show the Ps the slide ppt 8 with all the phoneme symbols. Highlight the ones we will focus on (next click). Ask Ps how familiar they are to Ps. Give examples of each phoneme sound and an associated word ppt 9.
·  Ps refer to handbook (page 3). Give Ps time to learn/revise phonemic symbols. Read through page 4 to reassure oneself that to learn phonemes is not too difficult. 
· Activity 1 – Phonemic Dice Game (‘Snakes & Ladders’) ppt 10. Dist game board, counters & dice/shakers to each group. Ask Ps to think of example words for the symbols on the game board when they land on a square and say them aloud (5 min).
· Activity 2 – Phoneme Swatting Game ppt 11. Phonemic symbols randomly arranged on white/black board (in a area approx 1m square). 2 Ps stand in front of the board facing away from it holding a fly swatter each. T calls out a word from list (see last page of these notes). Ps swat the appropriate symbol. Repeat for other P pairs.

· Aims of session ppt 46

· What is Intonation? - T to explain briefly what intonation is ppt 47.

· Intonation Role-play - Ts role play intonation: ‘Hello’ in different situations (ppt 48).
· Intonation Practice – Ps practice with ‘Good bye’ and ‘Good morning’ using the scenarios shown on ppt 49. Choose Ps to deliver to whole class – other Ps guess style of delivery.
· General Intonation Rules – Explain rules for intonation (ppt 50). Give intonation examples on ppt 51 (Intonation Examples).
· Intonation Awareness – Ts demonstrate using ‘English is fun’ on ppt 52.

· Activity - Each group is given cards with sentence and scenarios. Group members choose a scenario and practice the sentence. Choose Ps to stand say the sentence in their ‘style’. Other Ps guess the style, quoting a), b) or c) - leave ‘English is fun’ slide displayed.

· Tongue Twisters – on ppt 55 & 56 – Ask Ps to practice in pairs then ask for volunteers to recite aloud.
· Pronunciation Bingo (words below). Display list of words on ppt 57 (25 words). Ps choose any 6 and write in grid in their handbooks. T reads out words randomly. First P to cross all words and shout Bingo is winner.
· Ts to introduce definition of minimal pairs. ppt 58
