Starters 5 (to use at the start of a lesson or to engage tired students)

Line up in height order – ask students to make a line. At one end is the tallest person, at the other end is the shortest person. They must do this task without talking.

STROOP – The box below must be printed in colour. Students then say the colour that is seen, NOT the colour that they read.

Memory Test – In pairs. Students look very carefully around the classroom and the people in it for 1 minute. The teacher chooses 1 student to close his/her eyes. Other students asks questions to see what can be remembered.
The Room Is The World - Tell the students that the wall with the blackboard on it is North. Ask them what the opposite wall is. “South?” fantastic, and this wall? “East”, and this? “West”. Good. So if this classroom is the world, where is Spain? France? What about Canada? Tell students to stand up and go and stand in a country they’ve always wanted to visit. Without moving they ask each other where they are, and why they’ve always wanted to go there. They’ll have to shout across the world at distant students.

Chain of Words - Teacher reads out a list of words. Students join in by supplying a word once they’ve spotted (or think they have) the connection.

Example: 

Carpet, train, never, rubbish, heavy, yellow, weather, reason, nuisance, end, drip, pencil, letter, respect, trip, painting, gallop, print, talking, go, operation, love, England, dark, kitten, nurse, engineer……….

(They all begin with the last letter of the previous word)

Don’t Say ‘Yes’ or ‘No’ - Put a student in the teacher’s chair. This is the ‘hot seat’. The rest of the class (including the Teacher) ask the student questions to try and get him/her to say yes or no. A demonstration by the Teacher may help for a lower level class (‘I don’t think so’, ‘that’s true’, ‘that’s not quite right’, ‘sometimes’, ‘I do’ etc. are useful answers)
